2. The duration of this contract is established for ________ years (approximately five), starting

The contract may be renewed under the same conditions and for the same duration, provided there is formal confirmation through simple correspondence exchange between the parties before expiration.

3. Upon expiration of the agreed term, the Borrower undertakes to return the goods listed in point 1) to the Lender.

4. The Borrower agrees to preserve, safeguard, and carry out ordinary maintenance of the entrusted goods with care and due diligence and not to use them for purposes other than those determined by the nature of the goods and the purpose of this contract, which is the mutual intention to dedicate them to public exhibition at the Giovanni Longo Chess Museum located at the Lower Castle of Marostica, according to the exhibition arrangements set by the Municipality of Marostica.

5. It is expressly forbidden for the Borrower to transfer, assign, or grant to third parties, under any title, the enjoyment of the goods listed in point 1).

6. Upon contract expiration, any ordinary or extraordinary maintenance performed by the Borrower will become the property of the Lender without any obligation of compensation, even if carried out with the Lender’s consent.

7. The Borrower is required to subscribe to an insurance policy covering any damages to the goods mentioned in Article 1).

8. This loan agreement is made in full spirit of generosity, without any obligation of compensation by the Municipality, except for placing the items in the collection of the aforementioned Museum according to the exhibition guidelines established by the Municipality.

9. The Lender declares that the goods subject to this contract are his/her exclusive property and that their provenance is lawful.

10. Along with the goods, all data or certificates certifying their authentic identification, ownership, provenance (if available), characteristics, or maintenance obligations (if applicable), corrective or preventive, shall be delivered.

11. Any modification to this contract must be made in writing and signed by both parties under penalty of nullity.

12. All expenses related to this act, including registration fees, are borne by the Borrower.

13. For any disputes arising from this contract, the Court of Vicenza shall have exclusive jurisdiction. For matters not expressly provided for in this contract, the parties refer to the provisions of the Civil Code.
